Mike Boyd, The Boyd Group 

“The Aviation Industry, Still Crazy After All These Years!” 

Mike has visited with us in the past, and it is always great to have 
him back with updates.  There certainly has been changes over the 
recent years and there will be more to come in 2009….there will be 
10% fewer seats, with 2000 fewer aircraft flying…..so you know that 
is 6,233 commercial passenger aircraft.  In Denver we will only see a 
1.5% reduction in seat capacity.  @ $40/bl. It is still expensive to 
operate aircraft, so cuts will continue to take place. 

Other problems include our Air Traffic Control system which needs 
major equipment (computer).  The labor issue within the industry can 
be summed up easily…”unhappy campers.”  And Aviation Policy via 
the Federal Aviation Administration….being run by “idiots.” 

Mike did mention Frontier Airlines and stated they should not have 
gone into Bankruptcy, but a rash statement by an analyst which was 
picked up by the media prompted First Data to change it’s policy 
…and consequently forced the issue.  On the positive side, Frontier 
has higher Load Factors which greatly helps them. 

United Airlines is still one of the best with Customer Service and they 
have a very lucrative route system, and with their cuts n service they 
have reduced their active fleet to 450 aircraft vs. Americans 650.
