Col. Andy Meverden
Ministering in Afghanistan

Col. Andy was ordained in 1980, he had enlisted in the Army in 1972,
joined the reserves in 1976 and transferred to the national Guard in
1979. He is now currently Command Chaplain for the Colorado
National Guard.

On 9/11 he was in Washington D.C. at the Pentagon, across the
street, when the plane struck....... he and others in that building left to
go and assist at the pentagon, helping the wounded to ambulances.
They flew back to Denver on Sept. 12.....no other air traffic at that
time, and were met as they came near Denver by Air Guard fighters.

In February 2002 he was asked to accompany the Special Forces unit
from the Colorado National Guard that was ordered to Afghanistan.
They arrived in Polycharcky for Operation Enduring Freedom in
September 2002.....7,247 miles from Denver.

While there his role was to nurture the living....minister the wounded
and dead....but he undertook many more responsibilities serving the
community of Afghans. He worked in opening a school teaching
English to students...including girls. Enlisting the help of female MP’s
also serving there.



The communities were being rocketed...but when they started
teaching on October 15 they stopped....and did not start again until
Dec. 15....when they stopped teaching

On one special occasion as he worked with the local population there
was an incident where 4 young boys entered a live fire zone and
were killed and one badly wounded.....Col. Andy met with the local
village leaders and families of the boys...and learned “Maharamona”
“Reconciliation”...the Afghan way.....Giving sincere apologies and
offering goats to the families. The experience was a true
“Maharamona” for Andy, the unit involved and the villagers, all
coming together.

Christmas 2002 found the greater community singing carols in 12
different languages.

After returning from there he spent some time at Guantanamo as a
UN sanctioned observer....and doing stress debriefings.

We were pleased to have Col. Andy and Myra join us.
